Registration Checklist


The following items are required to register your child:





___  	Certified Birth Certificate -- The child must be 4 years of age on or before September 1, 2022.  





___��	Two Proofs of Residence — One utility bill with name and address (only garbage, electric, water or gas will be accepted) AND a current lease, rental agreement, or mortgage statements from the purchase of home.  If you live with someone and there is no proof of address in your name, a Statement of Legal Residence/Affidavit of Parent/Guardian is needed.  Bring the affidavit completed, signed and notarized along with two proofs of residence in the name of the person who owns the property.   An affidavit may be obtained from elementary schools and the Newton County Board Office.    A notary will be available at registration.  To use the free notary at registration, the person who owns the property must be present with the two proofs of residence.





___     	Child’s Social Security Card - If you do not have a social security card, a waiver may be signed at the time of registration.

____	Immunization Record form #3231 - This document can be obtained from a doctor or the Newton County 


Health Department.


____    	Eye, Ear, Dental (EED) and Nutrition Screening Form #3300 – This document can be obtained from a doctor or the Newton


	County Health Department after the child’s fourth birthday.
